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ABSTRACT

The military coalition that invaded Iraq in March 2003 was arguably the most militarily powerful formation fielded in recent history. The purpose of this paper is not to examine the early success of the campaign, but rather to report on the United States Army’s response and adaptation to the challenges it has faced in the time period from the initial invasion to the present.  This paper will look at the efforts of an extremely competent, offensive force to transform itself while in contact with the enemy.  For the United States Army, transformation has meant more than the acquisition of new equipment and technology.  It is the recognition that the character of warfare itself has been transformed by a sundry of political, social and strategic factors.  It is here, in the context of newfound political, social and strategic conditions that the United States Army is discovering new ways to equip, organise, train, and develop leaders to be more effective in combat and to wage war in a manner that wins the peace.
