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Professor Prins is the first Alliance Research Professor appointed jointly at the London School of Economics & Political Science and at Columbia University, New York. He is Director of the newly created LSE Mackinder Centre for the Study of Long Wave Events. 

· For over twenty years he was a Fellow and the Director of Studies in History at Emmanuel College, Cambridge and a Lecturer in Politics at the University of Cambridge.

· During the later 1990s he was Senior Fellow in the Office of the Special Adviser on Central and Eastern European Affairs, Office of the Secretary-General of NATO, Brussels and the Visiting Senior Fellow in the Defence Evaluation and Research Agency of the UK Ministry of Defence.
· He was the Consultant on Security at the Hadley Centre for Climate Prediction and Research of the British Meteorological Office, Bracknell for four years to 2003.
His doctoral research was on 19th century western Zambia where he lived for many years. With Professor Tony Barnett he has just published AIDS & Security: Fact, Fiction and Evidence, a report for UNAIDS (LSEAIDS, 2006).
